How to use Les Vêtements PowerPoint:
This PowerPoint introduces the following words for items of clothing;

· Un chapeau 

(hat)

· Un pantalon 

(trousers)

· Un pull 


(jumper)

· Une écharpe 

(scarf)

· Une culotte 

(boxers/pants)

· Une cravate 

(tie)

· Un t-shirt

· Un manteau 

(coat)

· Des gants 

(some gloves)

· Une jupe 

(skirt)

· Une robe 

(dress)

· Des lunettes 

(some glasses)

· Des chaussettes 
(some socks)

· Des bottes 

(some shoes)

Each picture also has sound that plays automatically so you can hear the word in French twice, with a chance for the class to repeat the word.
From slide 20-28 is a multiple choice quiz. A picture appears followed by three French words which you will also hear. The class must say which they think is the correct word. When you ‘click’ the correct answer is circled in red and you hear it said twice.
Slide 29-32 is a version of Kim’s game. 6 items of clothing are displayed and you hear the vocabulary. Then when you ‘click’ the pictures and title disappear and then only 5 reappear. The class has to guess which is missing and say the word in French. When you click again the missing picture appears.
Slide 33 and 34 Qu’est-ce que c’est? (what is it?) Pictures will shoot across the screen (on the blue slide 33 they will be masculine words and on 34 pink they will be feminine) and the class have to call out in French what they think they saw. When you ‘click’ the correct word is heard. ‘Click’ again to see the next picture shoot across the screen.
Last slide – 35 Qu’est-ce que c’est? A variation of the above game but this time the pictures (feminine and masculine) will briefly appear and disappear on the screen for the class to call out in French what they thought they saw. To speed the game up there is no sound this time.

You could show the whole PowerPoint in one lesson but I would be more inclined to break it up and show the different sections, repeat certain sections over a few days (or use as revision and play them again weeks later!). 
· To do this open the PowerPoint and find the slide you want in the slide section on the left (rather than just clicking on slide show – view show as you would to watch the whole thing). 
· At the bottom of the column on the left are three tiny little symbols, the third of which allows you to start the show from the selected slide. 
· To stop the show at any point use the mouse/pointer and click on the semi-transparent symbols on the bottom left of the screen. 
NB. Technical information: The sound files are attached in the folder and the PowerPoint will not be able to play these sounds if you remove it from the folder (so basically if you want to copy this to another computer, memory stick, CD/DVD etc. make sure you copy the whole folder not just the ppt.)
